School records, there were 1908 dual
language students attending the
seven elementary schools and one
middle school participating.

A A total of 725 families responded and
allowed their answers to contribute to
this report.

A That means this report is based on
38% of the families at those schools,
which is an acceptable response rate
for such a project.
